OTHER ACTIVITIES

OPEN STUDIO

Handbuilding class

BEGINNING / INTERMEDIATE 6 or 8 Wks
For those with some or no experience covering basics
of wheel-thrown pottery, handbuilding & glazing. The
goal of this class is to learn to create functional pottery
and provide the skills to participate in open studio.
